1. Look for a main subject (focal point). 
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2. Move the horizon up or down—it will add more interest to your photo than if it is exactly at the midline.
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3. Use lines, symmetry, and pattern. Try getting up close to your subject, and make use of visual patterns and the intersection of lines.
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4. Rule of thirds: Divide the picture into 9 parts by using 2 imaginary horizontal and 2 vertical lines. The four spots where these lines intersect are called “sweet spots.” 

	
	
	

	
	
	

	
	
	


Often a picture is more interesting when the focal point is at one of these spots rather than at the very center of the picture.

5. Fill the frame as much as possible.
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
