Ontario High School Business Department Classroom Rules

1. Be on time to class each day. The first tardy will result in a warning by the teacher. Second and third tardy will result in in-school suspension or parent contact/contract/Saturday school. First unexcused absence will result in parent contact/detention, second and third to parent contact/Saturday school, Four or more can result in loss of credit, reassignment to study hall, or exclusion from extra-curricular activities. Please refer to your Tiger Tracker for more information on attendance policy.

2. All work must be done on the computers in class, since few students have the programs (Photoshop, Draw Plus, and Dreamweaver) at home. Missed classes should be made up before school, during lunch, or after school.

3. Handle the equipment with care. Vandalism, theft, or graffiti will result in loss of privilege to use the equipment (or in most instances, stay in class.) Notify the teacher of any damage or vandalism to the room, books, or equipment. Only changes authorized by the teacher are permissible, including changes to the computer desktop.

4. No food, drinks, outside personal disks, email, or chat rooms are allowed in class! DO NOT ROLL THE CHAIRS AROUND or swing hanging electrical cords.

5. Have respect for yourself and others during class. Swearing is not allowed in school.

6. Follow all established school rules. This includes appropriate use of the Internet and the safety rules (contained in your student handbook.) The teacher may override school Internet filters but this privilege can be revoked if it is misused.

7. Save all project work on the server. This is how you will be graded. The exception to this are lesson tutorials that do not need to be saved. Since class grades are based on project work, worksheets, and quizzes, missing projects will affect the outcome of your grade.

8. NO COMPUTER GAMES ARE ALLOWED TO BE PLAYED AT ANY TIME.

9. All chairs are to be pushed in and any trash picked up around the computer stations. The station is to be left in a neat and orderly manner.

10. If the computers go down for any reason, it is expected that students will fill the time with alternate classroom assignments.

11. Students should not work on homework from another class.

12. Student grades include how time is used in class. Students who spend excessive time on the Internet, shut off programs early in class, or otherwise waste class time will be graded accordingly.
