Painting in Photoshop

1. Desert Floor

Open the picture of the Coyote 04Start.psd and 04End.psd. On the Start picture, make a new layer and drag it below the drawing of the Coyote so that you don’t paint over the lines. Make sure your new layer is selected while you paint. If you want to name your layers, right click on the layer in the layers palette, select “Properties,” and then name your layer.
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If your Color palette is not showing, go under Window>Show Colors. In the Color palette, enter 255 in the R text box, 201 in the G text box, and 154 in the B text box. The pale orange is now the foreground color. Make a rectangular selection for where the desert sand will be. Fill in the color with the paint bucket (or hit Alt+Backspace) . Ctrl+D to deselect.

2. Gradient Sky

Make another layer for the gradient sky. Drag it below the desert sand layer. Make another rectangular selection in the top of the picture for the sky. Click on the Gradient tool (hold down the Paint Bucket icon and then choose the Gradient.) At the top toolbar you will see the gradient drop down menu. Click on the little arrow and then select the gradient that is purple, green and orange. Run your gradient from the horizon to the top of the sky. Then set the fill opacity to 70%. Deselect.
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3. Painting Objects

Change the layer selection in the Layers palette so that you are on the same layer as the desert floor. For the coyote, cactus, setting sun, rocky cliffs, and clouds, you can use the color dropper to select the color you want to reproduce. Use the paintbrush to paint in colors. You can try changing the brush shapes and styles. You can use a radial gradient for the sun.

4. Grass and Cactus Spines

To make the grass and cactus spines, you can select additional brushes. After you select the brush icon in the toolbar, go to the menu above to where you can choose the size and style of brushes. Scroll through the brushes until you find a brush that will do the job. For the cactus spines, there are star-shaped “sparkles” that you can use. You can choose other brushes by selecting “Load Brushes” which will give you a selection of different brushes.
