The Photoshop Workspace
While the Photoshop workspace may at first look complicated, after awhile you will come to regard it as a familiar friend! Along the top are drop down menus you have seen in all Windows software, such as File/New, Save As, Edit, and Help. 

Just below the drop down menus, along the top of the workspace, are Photoshop options that change with whatever tool you are currently working with, for example, if you select the Text tool (“T” on the toolbar), then the options along the top will include font, size, and text color.
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At the left of your screen is the Photoshop Toolbar, including selection tools, crop, clone, healing, color pickers, drawing , masking, desktop option, and switching to Image Ready tools.
To the right of the workspace are palettes, which can be added and organized through the Window drop down menu. Important palettes include the Navigator, Info, Colors, Layers, History, and Channels.
