Rollovers in Dreamweaver

A rollover is an image that changes when the pointer moves across it. A rollover consists of a primary image and the rollover image, which appears when the pointer moves across the primary image. The rollover can be assigned an Internet address (URL) and works as a link.

An example of a rollover can be found at http://www.kenningtons.com/redds/mainthen.htm Both images should be the same size. If they are not, Dreamweaver automatically resizes the second image.

A navigation bar is a rollover with four images instead of two. There can only be one navigation bar on a web page.
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	The Dreamweaver Objects toolbar set on Common category:

The rollover icon is at the top right of the toolbar.

The navigation bar icon is the third icon down on the right of the toolbar.


To create a rollover:

1. Place the cursor where you want the rollover to appear.

2. In the Object toolbar, click the Insert Rollover Image icon.  Or choose Insert>Rollover Image from the menu above. The Insert Rollover dialog box appears.

3. In the Image Name field, type a name for the rollover image.

4. In the Original Image field, click Browse and select the image you want displayed when the page loads. (Make sure all images are in your Web folder before you select them.)

5. In the Rollover Image field, click Browse and select the image you want displayed when the pointer rolls over the original image.

6. If you want the images preloaded in the browser’s cache so they load faster, select the Preload Images option.

7. In the When Clicked Go to URL field, click Browse and select the file, or type the path to the address you want to open when a user clicks the rollover image.

8. Click OK to close the Insert Rollover Image dialog box.

9. To test your rollover, choose File>Preview in Browser or press F12.
