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Web Page Navigation
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Web site navigation is an important part of web page design. A visitor to your web page should be able to find anything easily and without having to click on too many pages. Navigation bars can be found at the top, the side, and at the bottom of a web page, and there is often more than one type of navigation on a page. Site maps are index pages to a website listing links to all pages.

Web page navigation can be of the following types:

1. A table of a single row or column

2. A sliced image, or image map, with a URL assigned to each “hot spot”

3. A rollover image (see the Rollover tutorial)

4. A jump menu

To create an image map

1. Select the image you will use. You can add text in Photoshop, Image Ready, or Fireworks.

2. Insert the image into Dreamweaver. Make sure the image is selected, and that the expander arrow in the lower right corner of the Properties palette opens the entire panel. [image: image2.jpg]g T M0 5 Sovotenem®@ AT &
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3. In the Map Name field, type a name for the image map. 

4. Select one of the hotspot tools (square, round, or polygon) to select parts of your image.

5. Once the hotspot is created, you can fill in the name of the link. [image: image3.jpg]



6. You can assign properties to each hotspot in the Properties palette. 

To create a jump menu

A jump menu is a pop-up menu of options that link to a document or file. You can create links to documents in your website, links to documents on other websites, email links, links to graphics, or links to any file type that can be opened in a browser.

1. Choose Insert>Form Object>Jump Menu. The Insert Jump Menu dialog appears. [image: image4.jpg]Menuems:
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2. If you want to create a selection prompt, type the prompt text in the Text field of the dialog box. Under Options, select the Select First Item After URL Change checkbox, then click the Plus (+) button to add a menu item.

3. In the Text field ot he Insert Jump Menu dialog box, type the text you want to appear in the menu list.

4. In the When Selected, Go To URL field, select the file to open by selecting the file under Browse or by typing in the path of the file.

5. In the Open URLs In pop-up menu, select Main Window to open the file in the same window.

6. To add a Go button instead of a menu selection prompt: Under Options, select the Insert Go Button After Menu option.
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7. To add additional menu items, click the Plus (+) button and repeat steps 3 through 6 of this procedure.

8. Click OK.
